This year, P1 (second term) to P3 have adopted set A and set B teaching materials and
assessment paper according to the school framework in reading and writing. By
optimizing the design of assignments, formative and summative assessments based on
differentiated learning objectives, teachers could cater to the diverse learning needs of
their students and increase their motivation to learn. Additionally, promoting these
strategies to P3 in different stages has ensured that students are exposed to these methods
early on and can continue to benefit from them throughout their academic journey. The
success of these strategies can be seen in the achievement and progress of the students.
By using a variety of assessment tools to monitor student performance like quizzes and
e-learning platforms and identify areas that need improvement, teachers can make
informed decisions during co-plan meetings about how to adjust their teaching strategies
to better meet the needs of their students. With careful planning and consistent
evaluation, these strategies can continue to be successful and beneficial for students in
the future.

The grammar map and quotation for P1 were completed. Received the questions from
the provider and waiting for the platform to upload the questions.

P3 and P4 teachers have used flipped classroom in teaching grammar items, reading
skills and writing techniques. For P3, during the teaching of Unit 5 of the textbook,
students learned more vocabulary and content related to the topic through a flipped
classroom video, including different types of interests. Students were required to write

down their interests and related activity experiences in their class notebook during class.
The teacher then let students to share their content with their classmates during class.
For the second flipped-classroom, prior to teaching the reader The Story of Flying,
students learned about flight-related stories and the Wright Brothers' invention through
a flipped classroom video. In class, the teachers inserted extra descriptions of flying
while explaining the content of the book. For P4, prior the teaching of SBM 5, students
completed games about possessive pronouns on flipped classroom Teachers explained
the questions together with the class during class time to understand the students'
difficulties and reinforce learning. Besides, when teaching story writing, students
learned more vocabulary related to the theme of adventure through a flipped classroom
video. Students were required to write down the grammar and vocabulary they thought
they could use in their own writing in their class notebook during class. The teacher
allowed students to share their content during class.

Based on the approach of assessing students by using multiple intelligences teaching
and enhancing the teaching and learning experience of teachers and students, it appears
that this strategy has been successful. By utilizing the multiple intelligences teaching
approach, teachers are able to assess students' strengths and weaknesses in different
areas of intelligence, such as linguistic, logical-mathematical, musical, bodily-
kinesthetic, interpersonal, and intrapersonal intelligence. This approach provides a more
holistic view of students' abilities and can help to tailor teaching strategies to meet their
diverse needs.
