94% of
students attained ‘Excellent’ in listening assessment and 83% of students attained ‘Excellent’
in speaking assessment. In terms of writing, 73% of students achieved ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’
in their writing, showing that they generally mastered the writing skills required for the grade.
They are able to write texts to convey simple information, ideas, personal experiences and
opinions on familiar topic and use a variety of vocabulary in their writing. In terms of reading,
60% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in reading assessment. Different reading
strategies will be taught to help students locate specific information from a given text in the
coming academic year.

For P.2, 78% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in their general performance in
English assessment. They performed well in writing, speaking and listening. 90% of students
attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in listening assessment and 94% of students attained ‘Excellent’
or ‘Good’ in speaking assessment. In terms of reading, 76% of students attained ‘Excellent’
or ‘Good’ in reading assessment. Different reading strategies will be taught to help students
understand the meaning of the question in the coming academic year. In terms of writing,
76% of students achieved ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in their writing, showing that they generally
mastered the writing skills required for the grade. They are able to write texts to convey
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simple information, ideas, personal experiences and opinions on familiar topic.

For P.3, 79% of students attained ‘Excellent” or ‘Good’ in their general performance in
English assessment. They performed particularly well in speaking and listening and
performed generally well in reading and writing. 94% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or
‘Good’ in listening assessment and 95% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in speaking
assessment. In terms of reading, 75% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in reading
assessment. Different reading strategies will be taught to help students locate specific
information and ideas in the coming academic year. In terms of writing, 76% of students
achieved ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in their writing, showing that they generally mastered the
writing skills required for the grade. They are able to write texts to convey simple information,
ideas, personal experiences and opinions on familiar topic and use simple vocabulary on with
accuracy in spelling and word collocations.

For P4, 91% of students attained ‘Excellent” or ‘Good’ in their general performance in
English assessment. They performed quite well in all aspects. 97% of students attained
‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in listening assessment and 92% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or
‘Good’ in speaking assessment. In terms of reading, 60% of students attained ‘Excellent’ in
reading assessment. Different reading strategies will be taught to help students obtain higher
order reading skills like expressing ideas, views, comments, judgements or feelings about a
range of topics based on the text. In terms of writing, 80% of students achieved ‘Excellent’
or ‘Good’ in their writing, showing that they mastered the writing skills required for the grade.
They are able to write texts to convey information, ideas, personal experiences and opinions
on familiar topics and less familiar topic and use a range of language patterns such as different
verb forms and structural patterns in their writing.

For P.5, 70% of students attained ‘Excellent’ in their general performance in English
assessment. They performed quite well in all aspects. 94% of students attained ‘Excellent’ in
listening assessment and 92% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in speaking
assessment. In terms of reading, 70% of students attained ‘Excellent’ in reading assessment.
Different reading strategies will be taught to help students obtain higher order reading skills
like proposing alternative courses of action for solving the problem in the given text. In terms
of writing, 90% of students achieved ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in their writing, showing that they
mastered the writing skills required for the grade. They are able to write texts to convey
information, ideas, personal experiences and opinions on familiar topics and less familiar
topic and use a range of language patterns such as different verb forms and structural patterns
in their writing.

For P.6, 89% of students attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in their general performance in
English assessment. They performed quite well in reading, listening and speaking. 94% of
students attained ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in listening assessment and 92% of students attained
‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in speaking assessment. In terms of reading, 65% of students attained
‘Excellent’ in reading assessment. Showing that P.6 students mastered the required for the
level. In terms of writing, 78% of students achieved ‘Excellent’ or ‘Good’ in their writing.
They are able to write a range of texts to describe, recount, record, explain, propose and
summarise with supporting details and use a range of language patterns such as different verb
forms and structural patterns in their writing.

This year, P.1 (second term) to P.3 have adopted set A and set B teaching materials and
assessment paper according to the school framework in reading. By optimizing the design of
assignments, formative and summative assessments based on differentiated learning
objectives, teachers could cater to the diverse learning needs of their students and increase
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their motivation to learn. 85% of students pointed out they were more confident in learning
and doing assessment paper. All teachers have agreed that having differentiated teaching
strategies helped students learn better and motivated them to achieve higher voluntarily.
